NB:  Use disinfectant at recommended dilution rations. Failure to do so may cause irritation.

NB:  The correct applicator must be used when applying NLIS ear tags.

With the correct position located, apply the 
tag firmly, always with the male tag entering 
from the back (outside) of the ear. Electronic 
tags should be attached in the centre of the inside 
third of the ear (as shown above).

5 EID tags

The electronic tag must be applied to the RIGHT 
(off-side) ear as per the illustration above.

Place the visual tag under the clip by 
depressing the lever.

It is recommended that adult cattle are 
restrained in a head bail for tagging.

With the correct position located, 
apply the tag firmly, always with the 
male tag entering from the back
